Council on Legislation Changes Many Rotary Rules

A variety of long-standing Rotary International rules and procedures are due to change July 1 as a result of decisions made
during the tri-annual Council on Legislation. As your District 6460 delegate to the Council, I joined over 500 other Rotarians
from around the world in Chicago April 25-30 to consider 219 proposed enactments and resolutions. Delegates approved con-
tinuation of Rotary’s e-clubs which function only on the internet. Existence of these 14 clubs was set to end June 30 after func-
tioning under a six-year pilot program.

Our traditional “Avenues of Service” have been expanded from four to five with the addition of “New Generations.” By a
narrow vote of 263-250, delegates added service to young people as an addition to our traditional Club, Community, Interna-
tional and Vocational Avenues of Service. “Sexual orientation” was added to the list of prohibited membership limitations by a
vote of 283-231. Rotary International per capita dues will be going up $1 each year through 2013-14. For the 2010-11 year, per
capita dues will be $50.

The “Rule of 85” which has allowed Rotarians whose age plus years of membership exceed 85 to request exemption from
attendance requirements is modified. Now a member must have reached age 65 to use this provision. Two major changes were
made relative to our monthly magazine. Everyone must still subscribe to the official magazine, but U.S. and Canadian Rotari-
ans may choose to receive an electronic copy via the internet rather than a printed copy. Also, Rotarians who live at the same
address will have the option of a joint subscription. Proposed enactments allowing clubs to meet less than every week were
defeated, as was a proposal to return to a minimum of 60% attendance. This requirement had been reduced to 50% by the 2007
Council on Legislation.

All three of the proposals from District 6460 clubs were approved by the Council. These included the Springfield Rotary
Club proposals to reduce the R.I. presidential nominating committee from 34 to 17 members and provide for election rather
than appointment of trustees of The Rotary Foundation. Also approved was the Macomb Rotary Club request that the R.1.
Board consider changing our secondary motto to “One profits most who serves best.” At present, it’s “They profit most who
serve best.” In all, Council delegates approved just 46 of 129 proposed enactments and only 19 of 92 proposed resolutions.
